PRAY AS YOU ARE LED BY THE HOLY SPIRIT
Transformational prayer is:
a. Specific

b. Urgent and time-based

c. Expectant to see results

1. Pray that Jesus would have the pre-eminence in Kent County, that He would have the reward for His suffering, and a name above all other names in our county.  That His worth would be seen and savored.

2. Pray for the unity of the churches in Kent County and Delaware, and for increased working together of believers to bring about change. 3. Pray that believers in churches, ministries, and home gatherings of the body of Christ in Kent County will have breakthrough in personal intimacy with Christ.  For Paul, the goal was "to know Christ" Philippians 3:10.  Knowing Him more intimately brings forth a transformation within us that then transforms our neighborhoods and cities. 
4. Pray that the body of Christ will be free of idolatry, and have no other agenda then to be in His presence, to reach higher realms of worship, to seek His face, to adore and reverence Him as the Bride of Christ, and to have pure unadulterated worship. 

5. The Dover Air Force Base has a mortuary which receives bodies of our troops from all over the world.  As the base honors the sacrifice of our nation’s soldiers, decree that this city and state will honor the sacrifice of the One who gave ALL – Jesus - and who was resurrected.  Speak resurrection power where there has been death...physically, spiritually, to Godly dreams, prophetic words, declare LIFE and Hope.

6. Pray for all those in authority to have the mind of Christ and to get godly counsel. May they receive encouragement for their work from us who also know and want to please Jesus. May those who do not know Jesus, come to know Him through loving encounters with Christian voters (even if they are discussing topics where they may differ) and may we pray regularly that such legislators would have an experiential encounter with Jesus, because His love can transform their hearts and minds
7. Pray that God’s word would be received in Kent County, and that it would renew the minds of the residents.  Pray that we would be discipled by God’s word and live righteous, loving, lives of service and humility with a true servant’s heart toward everyone we encounter. May we be willing to sacrifice time and possessions to carry out the individual and corporate assignments Father gives us. 
8. Pray that God’s kingdom would come to all spheres, all seven mountains, of society in Kent County in practical, tangible, measurable ways (family, education, business, media, government, church, arts and entertainment).

9. Pray that apostles, prophets, pastors, teachers, and evangelists would operate in the body of Christ and in the culture in Kent County, and equip believers to extend God’s Kingdom.

17.  Pray for the family mountain.  Pray for fewer divorces in Kent County.

Pray for healthy strong marriages, pray that love would abound still more and more.

Pray for wise, loving fathers and mothers.
Pray for hearts of parents and children to be reconciled and for family unity.

Pray for healthy peer relationships for youth and children.

Pray for godly family counselors to be raised up and effective.
18. Pray that God would awaken the intercessors in Kent County. May they network with one another in agreement to cover Kent County with 24/7 unceasing prayer for transformation. May their prayers and worship be vibrant and alive with the Presence of the Holy Spirit.
